I am a youth minister for Tomorrow River 
Lutheran Parish (Peace Lutheran in Amherst, and 
Nelsonville Lutheran in Nelsonville). 

     Did you know our Synod has been the recipient 
of a Three-Year Grant to promote the practices that 
help form faith in teenagers and generate new 
Christian leaders?  This is in partnership with the 5 other 
Wisconsin synods, Michigan’s Upper Peninsula, and the Siebert Lutheran 
Foundation.  And this is the second consecutive grant we have received!
